With the growing number of applications from students at the HESP-supported institutions who are willing to come to study at the European University at St. Petersburg, EUSP Academic Council, at its meeting on April 24, 2002 arrived at the following decision.





EUSP feels it to be its duty to give students from HESP educational network an opportunity to use the educational, intellectual, library and other resources of the EUSP. However, EUSP is a postgraduate school, in which a limited number of postgraduate students study using specially designed programs focused primarily on seminar and practical classes, as well as on individual approach. Total annual enrollment to the EUSP normally does not exceed 60-65 students, and an excessive number of ‘external’ students from other universities may have a negative effect on the efficiency of teaching the EUSP postgraduates.





EUSP can not afford to enroll more that 5 external students at a time; please note that the total number of students in one department can not exceed two people. EUSP has thus to implement a selection procedure. EUSP hereby sets up the following admission regulations and establishes criteria that each applicant from the HESP network should meet.





1. Students from the HESP network are required to submit, by e-mail (applic@eu.spb.ru) to the EUSP Students’ Office a statement of purpose to study at the EUSP. The statements must be received no later than November 1 (for those applying for the spring term) and May 1 (for those applying for the fall term).





2. Applicants are required to indicate in their statements the department(s) and specific courses they wish to attend, and provide a substantiation of their choice. Applicants must plan to stay at EUSP for a long enough period to be able to attend the whole course they applied for. Information about the courses can be found on the EUSP website (http://www.eu.spb.ru)





3. Applicants should meet the following requirements:





•	Be enrolled in a postgraduate program at the home university, or have a completed BA degree or be the last-year student of a five-year program at the home institution;


•	Have sufficient knowledge of Russian to be able to attend lectures.





4. All applications sent in the Admission Office will be reviewed by the EUSP Academic Committee within one month after the deadline(s). Applicants will be informed of the decision on their enrollment correspondingly no later than December 1 (for spring term) and June 1 (for fall term).





5. Students enrolled on the EUSP program(s) will be granted the right to use EUSP information resources (computer lab, Internet, e-mail), as well as EUSP library (only in the reading room).





6. The rules outlined above are implemented from May 1, 2002. However, for the Fall semester of 2002-2003 academic year the applications will be accepted till June 1, 2002.
